$2.2 billion approx. have disappeared from our Alberta economy most allegedly to Fraud.                         This is a disgraceful tragedy at any level without rightful prosecution and consequences. 
Some obvious benefits to inspire this initiative of pursuing effectively and fully the investigation and prosecution of alleged Fraud cases are as follows;
1. Taxation issues including Evasion and major boost to economic revenue potential
2. Senior citizen lifestyle enhanced and financial benefits by minimizing losses
3. Less pensions and supplement benefit requirements including claw back of pension income

4. Less health related issues and related costs to Alberta Health Care

5. More resources to build senior homes and long term housing and nursing homes
